Disconnact the fusl pump fuse in the engine room fuss box.

Turm the ignition switch to "START" at P or N shift lever position. (A/T)

Tum the ignition switch to "START" while pressing the clutch pedal OK . .
and the brake pedal. (MIT) >| Starting system is OK.

Check if the engine is cranking nommally,

If pinion gear doesn't disengage from the ring gear when you release key,
check for the following until you find the cause. NG !
- Solencid plunger and magnetic switch malfunction Replace the starter
- Dirty pinion gear or damaged overrunning clutch.

Check the battery condition {Positive/Negative cable connaction, 0K
Megative cable connection to the body, Engine ground cables, — | Starting system is QK.
Starter "B terminal connection and corrosion). After that, try starting the engine again.

lms

Disconnect the connector from the S-terminal of solenoid. NG
Connect the wire between solenoid B-terminal and solenoid S-terminal. —»| Aeplace the starter
Check it the engine is cranking nomally.

lox

Check the following items until you find the open circuit.

- Check the starter relay

- Check the wire and connectors betwesn the fuse & relay box and the ignition switch
- Check the wire and connectors between the fuse & relay box and the starter,

- Check the ignition switch {Refer to Body Electrical System - ignition switch)

- Check the key warning switch (Refer to Body Electrical Systam - ignition switch)

- Check the inhibitor switch (A/T) (Refer to Automatic transaxle - Inhibitor switch)

- Check the clutch switch (M/T) {Refer to Clutch system - Clutch switch)

- Check the brake switch (MIT) (Refer to BR - Brake swilch)
