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1. Turn ignition switch OFF and disconnect the negative (-) battery cable.

2. Remove the crash pad lower panel.
(Refer to Body - "Crash Pad Lower Panel")

3. Remove the knee airbag.
(Refer to Restraint - "Knee Airbag (KAB) Module")

4. Remove the snap pin (A) and clevis pin (B).
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5. Remove the stop lamp switch connector.
(Refer to Brake System - "Stop Imap switch")

6. Loosen the brake pedal stopper nuts and then remove the brake pedal stopper.
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7. Remove the brake booster mounting nuts (A).

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8. Remove the brake pedal upper bolt and then remove the brake pedal assembly.

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1. Check the bushing for wear.
2. Check the brake pedal for bending or twisting.

3. Check the brake pedal return spring for damage.
4. Check the stop lamp switch.
